AHHRA BOARD MEETING MINUTES

February 23, 2006

President Danielle Robbins began the meeting at 6:15pm.

Approval of Signature Changes

There was approval for change of signatures from outgoing President Diane Tucker to incoming President Danielle Robbins and from outgoing Treasurer Pamela Quiroga to incoming treasurer Susan Shevlin.

Treasurer’s Report

Pamela Quiroga presented an update of the Treasurer’s Report.

♦Year ending 2005 we finished with a net gain of $13,786.

♦We currently have a balance of $51,000 in our account.

♦Pam said that we will use RIS for tax filing.  We owe $2000 in back taxes but expect a break.

Committee Updates:

Compensation

It was reported that the annual survey is anticipated to go out again this year and that we will also participate in the semi-annual “hot jobs” survey.  For the survey issued in December 2005, 11 systems, 42 hospitals, 16 nursing homes and 10 home care facilities participated in the annual survey.  Participation was higher this year than in previous years.  Linda Lee Lawrence agreed to do the survey again this year.  

There were 23 participants in the “hot jobs” survey. 

Placement

Fred Eisgrub reported that there was no activity.

Program and Special Projects

Programs for the 2006 calendar was discussed.  It was decided that three educational programs will be offered.  Danielle said that she will arrange for the programs to offer continuing education credits.  In addition, in order to increase member participation, we discussed the possibility of offering after work seminars, potentially in some of the outer boroughs. A few potential locations to be explored were Lee Hecht Harrison, with a capacity for 100 people, Adelphi University and North Shore LIJ.   Dates and times for future programs were discussed as follows:

April 27th – Because of the success of last year’s JCAHO panel discussion, speakers from hospitals recently surveyed will be invited to participate in another panel discussion.  The location is pending.  It was discussed that this program will be held during the evening.  

June 22 – Jess Bunshaft has agreed to a presentation, “Breakfast with Jess” on the Family and Medical Leave Act (FMLA).

August 18th – Summer Social with Cocktails & Hors D’euvres.  Chelsea Brewery was proposed as a location.

September 14 - The Annual Conference.  Bill Innes will check with Baruch College for the availability of the proposed date.  We also discussed the possibility of offering a Professional and Executive track to encourage greater participation.  Update as of 3/10- Bill checked with Baruch and the new date will be 9/26.  

November 9 – It was decided that this program would be held during the evening.  Topic is still pending.

December 8 – This year, in order to improve recognition of past and current presidents, we will combine the Holiday Party with the President’s Dinner. 

Training & Development

We discussed the need to work on obtaining additional advertising for the newsletter.  In addition, we need to look for more sponsors for future events.  Fred agreed to increase solicitation of commercial based vendors

Membership

It was agreed that Debbie Goldman would be provided clarification regarding her responsibilities in order to improve her services.  Danielle will check with Debbie on the membership cards that were purchased years ago.

Communications

Roseanne Simonelli reported that she will be updating the board & committee chairs on the newsletter.  She reminded members about the need for more ads and articles.
